	Physical, Mechanics

	Solid athlete with strong lower half, good feet, good hands, displayed at the plate and on bases when UVA’s designated hitter. Not a prototypical 6-foot-3 pitcher; doesn’t use height much, and uses maybe 60 percent of his length in stride toward. Arm very sound and he rebounds well from higher pitch counts. Throws from three-quarter slot.

	Strengths

	Aggressive, attacking pitcher, pounding the strike zone with fastball using both sides of the plate and changes eye level of the hitter. Change, curveball and slider are mostly chase pitches but can throw all three for strikes. Consistent delivery, repeated, good arm speed on change, has feel for all three offspeed offerings.  Mechanics are solid, a plus.

	Weaknesses

	Slider is average pitch, not much depth, two-plane break. Doesn’t always command it well. Curveball is soft, tumbler, not used enough. Can occasionally overuse changeup; when hitters don’t chase he has problems putting away. Top-range velocity generally held through fifth, drops to 89-91 after 90-100 pitches.


	Overall Summation & Assessment

	Floor as mid-rotation starter in mold of Jaime Garcia, Ricky Romero, Randy Wolf; Downside Paul Maholm, Tom Gorzelanny; Upside of Mark Mulder, Cliff Lee. High probability, No. 2 starter, could see MLB with just 15-25 MiLB starts. Durable, ready to handle 160-180 innings first full season. If he tightens spin on CB, FB in upper quadrant of strike zone and above becomes more effective and vice versa, could bump ceiling some.
